Contestant Contract Addendum
The Miss Columbus and Miss Southern Rivers Franchise (CSR) sponsor the following titles 

Miss - Miss Columbus and Miss Southern Rivers

Outstanding Teen – Miss Columbus Outstanding Teen and Miss Southern Rivers Outstanding Teen 
All points below refer to both titles, with the necessary modifications for Miss and Outstanding Teen.  Scholarship rules are applicable to the Miss titleholders only.

· I understand I am a role model for other young women and that the image I convey to others is important at ALL TIMES and not just when I am making a special appearance. 
· I will attend all scheduled meetings with my Board.  These meetings will be scheduled with my input and will range in frequency as Miss Georgia draws near, even several times per week.  The meetings are for my benefit in preparation for Miss Georgia.  Meetings may be via phone, conference call, email, or in person.   A meeting will be held with me as soon as possible following my crowning to discuss my year of service and to plan my Miss Georgia preparations.

· Prompt and regular communication between the titleholder and the Board is expected via phone or email.  

· The Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors will be consulted in my preparations for Miss Georgia as it applies to ALL PHASES of competition, personal appearance, wardrobe, and all material requested by the Miss Georgia Pageant.  I will NOT purchase any part of my Miss Georgia wardrobe without consulting and approval from the Co-Executive Directors that this will be approved as my competition wardrobe.  Final approval is only made after evaluating many options and a consensus of opinions.  I recognize that the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Pageant has experience and knowledge in the area of Miss Georgia preparation and all recommendations given will be made in my best interests and for helping me to perform my best at Miss Georgia.  Accepting monetary donations to defray the costs of wardrobe etc. does not in any way confer to the donor, that they have approval over the wardrobe decisions ultimately made by the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors.   

· I will compete in the Miss Georgia Pageant competition and during the entire week, will stay in the assigned sequestered housing required of all contestants.  I will abide by all the requirements, rules and guidelines of the Miss Georgia Pageant committee and volunteers.  The competition week (Saturday to the following Sunday) is usually scheduled for the second Saturday in June, to the finals on the 3rd Saturday in June.  Exact dates for this year’s competition will be known to me before I compete in this local pageant to assure there is no conflict with my schedule that would prevent me from fulfilling this obligation. The Mandatory Forum Weekend Orientation is also required and is usually held the first weekend in March. 

· All competition decisions - talent, wardrobe, mandatory paperwork deadlines etc. will be approved by the Co-Executive Directors.   These decisions will be finalized in such a manner as to have all competition wardrobe ready to be presented at the Send-Off Party, which is usually held 2 weeks before the Miss Georgia competition. 

· I will submit all requested paperwork and CDs (whether for appearances or for Miss Georgia preparation) WHEN REQUESTED by the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Pageant.

· I agree to work sessions to prepare me for competition in the Miss Georgia Pageant. Rehearsal of talent selection, mock interviews, wardrobe consultations, stage presence, fitness training, etc. will be scheduled on a regular basis. Different board members may handle these different phases of competition preparation, with the input of the whole Board for final decisions and approval by the Co-Executive Directors.

· Shopping trips for my Miss Georgia competition wardrobe and any photo sessions will be booked with and attended by the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors or designated committee member.

· I will not make drastic changes in my hair color or cut without consulting my Co-Executive Directors.

· I will not hire a professional coach for interview, talent, modeling etc. without first discussing it with my Co-Executive Directors.  Sometimes acquiring additional lessons, services etc. are helpful, but are not necessary and any expenses incurred are the responsibility of the titleholder.

· At any time I borrow any item of clothing from a local business or individual, I will return it as soon as possible after use. 

SCHEDULED APPEARANCES

· Miss Columbus or Miss Southern Rivers will be required to make appearances as our

titleholder. Some of these have already been scheduled, and others will be added during your year of service. This obligation will include, but is not limited to the following: competition in the Miss Georgia Pageant, participation in the Miss Georgia Forum Weekend, A Salute to Our Troops, the sister pageant of Miss Columbus or Miss Southern Rivers, the Bi-City Christmas Parade, Steeplechase, our Little Miss Pageants, and at least 5 speaking engagements related to your platform.

· Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors will make all arrangements for any appearances.  If I am contacted for a personal appearance as Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers, I will refer the caller to the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors who may refer them to a committee member as needed.
· Each time I make a personal appearance, a Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers committee member will be present unless other arrangements have been made in advance by the Co-Executive Directors. Parents, boyfriends, friends are not considered appropriate chaperones in lieu of the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers committee.

· The Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Board may request donations for my personal appearances.  Any donations will be placed in a fund that will aid in my preparation for the Miss Georgia Pageant.  Donations will not be requested from charitable agencies.

· Personal appearances will not be scheduled without consulting with me to be sure the special appearances will not conflict with my class schedules or required school activities.

· If at all possible, I will take into consideration the need for personal appearances as Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers when deciding upon participation in school activities.

· Realizing that I should maintain a professional appearance, I will always appear in public in appropriate dress.   The Co-Executive Directors should be consulted at any time there is a question concerning what is appropriate dress.

· I will maintain a calendar.  Once a date is confirmed, I will cancel the appearance only in the event of an emergency or illness.  I will contact the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors or committee member who scheduled the event.

· If I am unable to meet the obligations of a designated appearance, I will notify the designated Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors immediately (at the time of booking) rather than being ill prepared for the appearance or having to be replaced.

· I understand the need to arrive for any scheduled appearance at least 15-20 minutes in advance of my scheduled time.  If I was requested to appear earlier, I will arrive accordingly.
· I will notify the designated Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Directors prior to leaving town.  I will give them the date I will leave and when I expect to return.

· On occasion, there will be times when I will be requested to attend other preliminary pageants held in the area.  Just as in any appearances, a Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Co-Executive Director or designee will always accompany me unless other arrangements have been made in advance.

· During my reign as Miss Columbus or Miss Southern Rivers, I will maintain a reputation of good moral character and will never be involved at any time in any act of moral turpitude or engage in any activity that is or could be characterized as dishonest, immoral, indecent or in bad taste.

SCHOLARSHIPS

· Scholarships shall be expended for tuition and related expenses, such as room and board and other educational expenses as approved by the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Scholarship Board. Scholarships shall be distributed in two parts. After the Miss Georgia competition in June, you may request no more than 50%. The other 50% will be distributed at the end of your year of service after you have crowned your successor.  

· All scholarships awarded to runner-ups or preliminary winners are available 4 months after the competition in which they were awarded.  Requests for payment are handled in the same manner as the winner and must be requested in writing with appropriate documentation as required.
· Requests for scholarships are processed upon receipt of statements from academic degree granting colleges and universities. All statements and invoices must be accompanied by a cover letter from the contestant. Requests for payment for other educational expenses (e.g., private instructors affiliated with said college or university) must be pre-approved by the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Scholarship Board.

· A Contestant that has won another preliminary title previously must use the scholarships awarded in that local before using the scholarship awarded by the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Scholarship Board.

· Except as provided for outstanding student loans below, scholarships may be used only for current educational expenses. Contestants may submit invoices for payment directly from the provider of the educational service or may submit a receipted bill and request reimbursement. All invoices and receipts must be covered through any other financial aid source (other than student loans which meet the provisions below).

· Scholarships may be used for outstanding student loan obligations provided the loan is not in default and provided the student has satisfactorily completed the course work for which the loan was obtained.

· Contestants must submit documentation from the academic-granting college or university or lender, which reflects that the Contestant is either the primary or secondary obligor or the loan obligation, and that the loan is for educational expenses. Notice of payments due should be sent to the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Scholarship Board. If the time required for processing the invoice extends beyond the due date, the Contestant may submit proof of payment and request reimbursement.

· Scholarships may be used for future educational expenses within the time limitation specified in this contract.

· Contestant must begin use of her scholarship within one (1) year of the date of the award. If a Contestant has no activity in her scholarship account during this period, the funds in her account will be forfeited.

· Contestant who begins use of her scholarship within the time designated above will then be required to show continuous activity in her scholarship endeavors up to a limit of three (3) years following the date of the award. If there occurs a one (1) year period in which there is no activity in an account, then the balance of that account will be forfeited. Similarly any balance remaining in a Contestant's account three (3) years following the date of the award will be forfeited. 

· Scholarships which have been forfeited will remain in the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Scholarship Pageant account for future awards.

· I understand that if I do not comply with any or all of the statements or deadlines outlined in this contract, it will be considered a breach of this contract and, as such, the Miss Columbus/Miss Southern Rivers Pageant may ask me to forfeit my crown and the title.   I also will, therefore, forfeit any scholarship money and/or cash awards.
